Pe data de 29 octombrie 2020 Ministerul Mediului a publicat un anun t
referitor la Sistemul informatic de asigurare a trasabilitatii deseurilor (SIATD)

Sistemul informatic de asigurare a trasabilitatii deseurilor (SIATD) are drept scop monitorizarea i
verificarea in timp real a oricarei tranzactii cu deseuri de ambalaje finantate in sistemul
raspunderii extinse a producatorului.

Incepand cu data de 15 ianuarie 2021 toti operatorii care gestioneaza deseuri de ambalaje -
organizatii care implementeaza raspunderea extinsa a producatorului (OIREP), operatori
economici colectori/reciclatori - vor functiona "sub lupa” SIATD.

Cu ajutorul SIATD toate operatiunile care implica deseuri de ambalaje finantate de catre OIREP
vor putea fi urmarite 24 ore din 24.

Astfel, se realizeaza transparentizarea procesului de gestionare a deseurilor de ambalaje.

Operatorii economici care vor gestiona deseuri de ambalaje vor fi obligati sa incarce in SIATD
doua fotografii cu incarcatura de deseuri si patru fotografii cu mijlocul de transport. Totodata,
punctul de incarcare a deseurilor va fi monitorizat prin GPS.

Prin utilizarea acestui sistem posibilele tranzactii ilegale vor putea fi blocate in timp real de catre
autoritati. in situatia in care datele din SIATD semnaleaza diferente intre doi sau mai multi
operatori
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economici implicati in acelasi contract, autoritatie pot bloca pe loc tranzactia respectiva si vor
trimite echipe de control pentru a verifica suspiciunea aparuta in sistem.

Functionarea sistemului SIATD ar trebui sa duca la cresterea cantitatilor de deseuri efectiv
reciclate in Romania si sa reduca numarul operatorilor care functioneaza fara autorizatii de
mediu.

Operatorii economici care gestioneaza deseuri de ambalaje in relatia cu OIREP trebuie sa se
asigure ca detin autorizatii de mediu actualizate, iar documentele asigura trasabilitatea
operatiunilor in conformitate cu prevederile legale.
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Press release regarding waste traceability information
system (SIATD)

The Ministry of Environment published a press release regarding the
Waste Traceability Information System (SIATD) on 29 October 2020.

The waste traceability system (SIATD) aims to monitor and verify in real-time any transaction
with packaging waste financed under the extended producer responsibility system.

Starting with 15 of January 2021, all operators that manage waste packaging (organizations
that implements extended producer responsibility (OIEPR), economic operators acting as
collectors/ recyclers) will operate under SIATD system.

Thanks to SIATD any operation involving packaging waste will be tracked 24 hours a day.
In this way, the waste management process will be transparent.

The economic operators that manage packaging waste will have to upload to SIATD two
photos with the waste load and four photos with the means of transport. At the same time, the
waste loading point will be monitored by GPS.

By using this system, the authorities can block any possible illegal transactions. If the SIATD data
indicates differences between two or more economic operators involved in the same contract, the
authority may immediately block the transaction and inspectors may be sent out to verify
the suspicion in the system.

The implementation of SIATD should lead to an increase in the quantities of waste actually
recycled in Romania as well as reducing the number of operators operating without
environmental permits.

Economic operators that manage packaging waste in relation to OIEPR must ensure that they
have a valid environmental permit and the documents ensure the traceability of the operations as
per the legal provisions.
