În Monitorul Oficial nr. 424 a fost publicat Ordinul nr. 508/2021 pentru 
modificarea și completarea Ordinului nr. 1.886/2020 privind aprobarea 
mecanismului financiar de transfer al sumelor aferente granturilor 
cuvenite beneficiarilor în cadrul Schemei de ajutor de stat pentru 
susținerea activității IMM-urilor în contextul crizei economice generate 
de pandemia COVID-19 din bugetul Ministerului Finanțelor Publice. 
În cadrul Programului IMM INVEST ROMÂNIA s-a aprobat comisionul de risc la nivelul de 0,50% 
pentru primul an de garantare, de 1% pentru anii 2 și 3 de garantare, respectiv de 2% pentru anii 4-6 
de garantare, aplicat la valoarea/soldul garanției de stat. 

Beneficiarii care se încadrează în categoria microîntreprinderilor și întreprinderilor mici pot opta 
pentru acordarea creditelor/liniilor de credit pentru capital de lucru și pot cumula creditele pentru 
finanțarea capitalului de lucru cu creditele pentru realizarea de investiții.  

Beneficiarii eligibili din domeniul agriculturii, acvaculturii și sectorului alimentar pot beneficia de o 
perioadă de grație de maximum 24 de luni pentru rambursarea principalului în cel puțin 2 rate pe an. 



 

 

Pentru beneficiarii celorlalte domenii de activitate, instituțiile de credit pot acorda o perioadă de grație 
maximă de 18 luni pentru rambursarea principalului. 

S-au definit criteriile care stabilesc dacă o întreprindere este considerată a fi în dificultate, în acest 
caz nu se pot acorda ajutoare de stat.

News related to grants for beneficiaries that are under 
the State Aid Scheme to support the activity of SMEs  
Order no. 508/2021 for the amendment and completion of Order no. 
1,886 / 2020 on the approval of the financial mechanism for the transfer 
of amounts related to grants due to beneficiaries under the State aid 
scheme to support the activity of SMEs in the context of the economic 
crisis generated by the COVID-19 pandemic from the budget of the 
Ministry of Public Finance was published on Official Gazette no. 424. 
Within the SME INVEST ROMANIA Program, the risk commission was approved at the level of 0.50% 
for the first year of guarantee, the level of 1% for years 2 and 3 of guarantee, respectively the level of 
2% for years 4-6 of guarantee, applied to the value / state guarantee balance. 

Beneficiaries falling into the category of micro and small enterprises may opt for working capital loans 
/ lines of credit and may combine working capital financing credits with investment credits. 

Eligible beneficiaries in the field of agriculture, aquaculture and the food sector may benefit from a 
grace period of up to 24 months for the repayment of the principal in at least 2 instalments per year. 
For the beneficiaries of the other fields of activity, the credit institutions may grant a maximum grace 
period of 18 months for the repayment of the principal. 

Criteria that determine whether an economic operator is considered to be in difficulty have been 
defined and, in this case, no State aid may be granted.
