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Noutati referitoare la depozitarea deseurilor

In Monitorul Oficial nr. 794 a fost publicata Ordonanta privind
depozitarea deseurilor.

Noua ordonanta stabileste cadrul legal pentru desfasurarea activitatii de depozitare a deseurilor si are
drept scop reducerea progresiva a eliminarii prin depozitare a deseurilor care pot fi reciclate sau
valorificate.

Sunt precizate cerintele aferente autorizatiilor necesare functionarii, procedurile de control si de
urmarire in faza de exploatare a depozitului de deseuri, procedurile de inchidere a depozitelor de
deseuri si monitorizarea postinchiderii acestora.

Printre cele cele mai importante prevederi mentionam:

- Deseurile care au fost colectate separat in vederea pregatirii pentru reutilizare si reciclare nu
se accepta la depozitare.

- Autoritatile publice propun masuri pentru pregatirea si reutilizarea produselor, astfel incat
incepénd cu anul 2030 sa nu se mai accepte la depozitare niciun deseu care poate fi reciclat
sau valorificat.

- Autoritatile publice adopta masuri astfel incat, pana in anul 2035, cantitatea totala a
deseurilor municipale depozitate sa fie redusa la 10% sau mai putin din totalul deseurilor
municipale generate.
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Operatorii economici generatori de deseuri provenite din industrie care opereaza propriile
depozite trebuie s& evidentieze separat costurile prevazute pentru managementul depozitului,
conform cerintelor Agentiei Judetene de Protectia Mediului.

Agentia Nationala pentru Protectia Mediului calculeaza daca se indeplinesc obiectivele de
reducere a cantitatilor de deseuri depozitate. Deseurile generate in urma operatiunii de
reciclare sau valorificare care sunt ulterior eliminate prin depozitare nu sunt incluse n
cantitatea deseurilor municipale declarate ca fiind eliminate prin depozitare.

Administratia Fondului pentru Mediu va gestiona un sistem de control al trasabilitatii
deseurilor municipale eliminate prin depozitare.

Depozitele de deseuri existente continua sa functioneze sub rezerva obtinerii vizei anuale si
pana la epuizarea capacitatii de stocare proiectate.

News regarding the landfill of waste storage

Ordinance regarding the landfill of waste storage was published on the
Official Gazette no. 794.

The new ordinance establishes the legal framework for carrying out the activity on a landfill of waste
and it aims to progressively reduce the disposal of waste that can be recycled or recovered.

The specific requirements related to the regulatory acts necessary for the operation, the control and
monitoring procedures in the phase of operation of the landfill, the procedures for closing the landfills
and their monitoring and control in the after-care phase are specified.

Through the main provisions we mention

Waste that has been collected separately for preparation for reuse and recycling is not
accepted for storage.

Public authorities propose measures for the preparation and reuse of products, so that from
2030 onwards no waste that can be recycled or recovered could be accepted for storage.

Public authorities shall take measures so that, by 2035, the total amount of municipal waste
stored in landfills to be reduced to 10% or less of the total municipal waste generated.

The economic operators generating waste from the industry that operate their own landfills
must highlight separately the costs provided for the management of the landfill, according to
the requirements of the Environmental Protection County Agency.

The National Environmental Protection Agency calculates whether the objectives of reducing
the quantities of landfilled waste are met. Waste generated as a result of the recycling or
recovery operation that is subsequently disposed of is not included in the amount of municipal
waste declared to be landfilled.

The Environment Fund Administration will manage a system for controlling the traceability of
municipal waste disposed of by landfill.

Existing landfills continue to operate subject to obtaining the annual visa and until the
projected storage capacity is exhausted.
