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Noutati referitoare la ambalaje si deseuri de ambalaje

In Monitorul Oficial nr. 785 a fost publicatd Ordonanta pentru
modificarea si completarea Legii nr. 249/2015 privind modalitatea de
gestionare a ambalajelor si a deseurilor de ambalaje.

Noile masuri vor contribui la reducerea cantitatilor de deseuri de ambalaje generate si vor asigura
tranzitia catre o economie circulara.

Cele mai importante modificari sunt urmatoarele:

- Romania poate sa solicite Uniunii Europene, incepand cu anul 2025, améanarea cu panala 5
ani a termenelor stabilite pentru indeplinirea obiectivelor minime de valorificare a deseurilor
de ambalaje.

- Deseurile de ambalaje care intra direct in operatiunea de reciclare, fara a se mai interveni
prin sortare, verificare sau alte operatiuni sunt considerate a fi reciclate.

- Pana la data de 1 ianuarie 2024 autoritatile publice instituie un sistem de control al
trasabilitatii pentru toate tipurile de deseuri de ambalaje, sistem ce va fi gestionat de catre
Administratia Fondului pentru Mediu.

- Incepand cu anul 2025 obiectivul de valorificare pentru deseurile de ambalaje biodegradabile
va fi considerat indeplinit numai in situatia in care cantitatea introdusa in procesul de reciclare
este similara cu cantitatea de material care a rezultat in urma reciclarii.
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Deseurile de ambalaje care sunt folosite pentru rambleiere, care sunt eliminate in depozitele
de deseuri, cele care sunt incinerate, utilizate drept combustibil sau pentru un alt mod de
generare a energiei nu pot fi luate Tn calcul la Tndeplinirea obiectivelor de reciclare.

Deseurile de ambalaje biodegradabile trebuie sa fie fabricate astfel incat sa permita o
descompunere fizica, chimica, termica sau biologica, iar cea mai mare parte a compostului
final sa se descompuna in bioxid de carbon, biomasa si apa.

Ambalajele din plastic oxodegradabile nu sunt considerate biodegradabile.

Noi norme referitoare la produsele din plastic de unica

folosinta

In data de 30 august 2021 in Monitorul Oficial nr. 828 a fost publicata
Ordonanta Guvernului privind reducerea impactului anumitor produse
din plastic asupra mediului

Obiectivele Ordonantei sunt de a preveni si de a reduce impactul anumitor produse din plastic asupra
mediului si sdnatétii umane, precum si de a promova tranzitia la o economie circulara. Ordonanta
transpune in legislatia nationala Directiva nr. 2019/904 privind reducerea impactului anumitor produse
din plastic asupra mediului.

Printre principalele noutati mentionam:

Obligatia producatorilor de a reduce progresiv introducerea pe piata nationald a paharelor
pentru bauturi si/sau a recipientelor pentru alimente din plastic (cu 5% pentru anul 2023, 10%
pentru anul 2024, 15% pentru anul 2025 si 20% pentru anul 2026, raportat la anul 2022).

Operatorii economici au obligatia de a oferi consumatorilor la punctele de vanzare alternative
la produsele din plastic de unica folosinta. Aceste alternative pot fi formate din produse
reutilizabile si durabile sau care nu contin plastic. Acestia sunt obligati sa perceapa un pret
pentru produsele de plastic de unica si sa informeze consumatorul cu privire la acest cost

Intr-un termen de 12 luni de la data intrarii in vigoare a prezentei Ordonante va fi emisa o
Procedura de inregistrare la Administratia Fondului pentru Mediu (AFM) a operatorilor
economici care introduc pe piata nationala:

o alternative la produsele din plastic de unica folosinta ce sunt reutilizabile si durabile
sau care nu contin plastic;

o sticle PET care contin plastic reciclat;
o plastic reciclat pentru a fi incorporat in sticle PET.

Ordonanta interzice, cu anumite exceptii, introducerea pe piatd a urmatoarelor produse din
plastic de unica folosinta: betisoare pentru urechi, furculite, cutite, linguri, betisoare
chinezesti, farfurii, paie pentru bauturi, agitatoare pentru bauturi, bete care se ataseaza sau
sprijina baloanele, recipiente pentru alimente sau pahare pentru bauturi, fabricate din
polistiren expandat, precum si a produselor fabricate din materiale plastice oxodegradabile.

- Cu anumite exceptii, incepand cu data de 3 iulie 2024, recipientele pentru bauturi cu o
capacitate de pana la 3 litri, vor putea fi introduse pe piatd numai daca dopurile si capacele
raman atasate de recipiente in timpul utilizarii produselor.

- Incepand cu anul 2025 recipientele din polietilentereftalat (sticle PET) pentru bauturi cu o
capacitate de pana la 3 litri, inclusiv dopurile si capacele acestora, trebuie sa contina plastic
reciclat in proportie de cel putin 25%, iar din 2030 in proportie de cel putin 30%.

- Operatorii economici care introduc pe piata sticle PET trebuie sa raporteze anual la AFM
procentul de material reciclat din acestea, pana la 25 februarie a anului urmator raportarii.

- Absorbantele, tampoanele igienice si aplicatoarele de tampoane, anumite tipuri de servetele
umede, produsele din tutun cu filtre si filtrele comercializate pentru a fi utilizate in combinatie
cu produse din tutun, precum si paharele pentru bauturi trebuie s& indeplineasca anumite
cerinte de marcare.

- Péana la data de 31 decembrie 2024 producatorii care introduc pe piata nationald produse din
plastic de unica folosinta trebuie sa implementeze raspunderea extinsa a producatorilor prin
intermediul unei organizatii si s acopere costurile de constientizare, colectare si curatare a
produselor SUP atunci cand devin deseuri, pentru urmatoarele tipuri de produse:

o recipiente pentru alimente, pachete si folii din material flexibil care contin produse
alimentare destinate consumului direct fara preparare ulterioara,

o recipientele pentru bauturi cu o capacitate de pana la 3 litri,
o pahare pentru bauturi, inclusiv capacele acestora,

o pungi de transport din plastic subtire,

o servetele umede, baloane,

o produse din tutun cu filtre si filtre comercializate pentru a fi utilizate in combinatie cu
produse din tutun,

o producatorii de echipamente de pescuit care contin plastic.

- Producatorii de produse stabiliti in alt stat membru sau tara terta, care introduc produse din
plastic pe teritoriul Romaniei, sunt obligati s& numeasca o persoana fizica sau juridica stabilita
pe teritoriul national drept reprezentant autorizat, in vederea implementarii schimei privind
raspunderea extinsa a producatorilor.

- Dispozitiile referitoare la contraventii intra in vigoare in 30 de zile de la publicarea in Monitorul
Oficial, cu exceptia celor prevazute la art. 7 (cerinte de marcare), alin 1 si 2, care intra in
vigoare la data publicarii.
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News regarding packaging and waste packaging

Ordinance for amending the Law no. 249/2015 on packaging and
packaging waste management was published on the Official Gazette no.
785.

The new measures will help reducing the amount of packaging waste generated and ensuring the
transition to a circular economy.

Through the main changes we mention:

- Romania may request to the European Union, starting with 2025, to postpone by up to 5
years the deadlines for attaining the minimum targets for the recovery of packaging waste.

- Packaging waste that goes directly into the recycling operation, without further intervention
through sorting, verification or other operations is considered to be recycled.

- Until 1 January 2024, the public authorities shall establish a traceability control system for all
types of packaging waste, a system that will be managed by the Environmental Fund
Administration.

- Starting with 2025, the recovery target for biodegradable packaging waste will be considered
attained, only if the quantity introduced into the recycling process is similar to the amount of
material resulting from recycling.

- Packaging waste that is used for landfill, that is disposed of in landfills, that is incinerated,
used as fuel or for another way of generating energy cannot be taken into account in
achieving recycling targets.

- Biodegradable packaging waste must be manufactured in such a way as to allow physical,
chemical, thermal or biological decomposition and most of the final compost to decompose
into carbon dioxide, biomass and water.

- Oxo degradable plastic packaging is not considered biodegradable.

New rules concerning single-use plastic

On 30 August 2021 The Governmental Ordinance on the impact
reduction of single-use plastic on the environment was published in the
Official Gazette no 828.

The Ordinance’s objectives are to prevent and reduce the environmental and health impact of certain
goods made of plastic. It also wishes to promote the transition to a circular economy. The ordinance
transposes into national legislation the provisions of Directive no 2019/904 on the reduction of the
impact of certain products on the environment.

We summarise bellow the main provisions:

- Producers have the obligation to progressively reduce the introduction into the national
market of plastic cups for beverages and/or of plastic food containers: by 5% in 2023; by 10%
in 2024, by 15% in 2025 and by 20% in 2026 compared to 2022.
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- Attheir points of sale businesses have the obligation to offer consumers alternatives to
single-use plastic products. These alternatives can be reusable, durable or alternatives that
do not contain plastic. They have to charge a price for single-use plastic goods and to inform
consumers regarding this price.

- A procedure for businesses’ registration at The Environmental Fund Administration (EFA)
should be issued in the next 12 months. Those that have to register are businesses that
introduce into the national market:

o Alternatives to single-use plastic goods that do not contain plastic
o PET bottles that contain recycled plastic
o Recycled plastic that is to be incorporated into PET bottles.

- With some exceptions, the ordinance prohibits the introduction of the following single-use
plastic goods into the national market: cotton bud sticks, forks, knives, spoons, chopsticks,
plates, straws, beverage stirrers, sticks to be attached and to support balloons, food
containers made of expanded polystyrene, beverage containers made of expanded
polystyrene, cups of beverages made of expanded polystyrene and for products made from
oxo-degradable plastic.

- With some exceptions, starting 3 July 2024, beverage containers with a capacity of up to 3
litres, can be introduced into the market if only the caps and lids remain attached to them
during the products’ use stage.

- Starting 2025 beverage containers made of polyethylene terephthalate (PET bottles) with a
capacity of up to 3L, caps and lids as well, have to contain at least 25% recycled plastic and,
starting 2030, at least 30%.

- Annually, by 25 February of the following year that is subject to reporting, businesses
introducing on the market PET bottles have to report to EFA the percentage of the recycled
material in them.

- Sanitary towels (pads), tampons and tampon applicators, certain types of wet wipes, tobacco
products with filters and filters marketed for use in combination with tobacco products, as well
as cups for beverages have to fulfil certain marking requirements.

- By 31 December 2024 producers who introduce on the national market single-use plastic
products have to implement the extended producer responsibility through an organization and
to cover the cost of the awareness raising measures, collection and clean-up of single-use
plastic products when they become waste for the following types of products:

o food containers, packets and wrappers made from flexible material containing food
that is intended for immediate consumption from the packet or wrapper without any
further preparation,

o beverage containers with a capacity of up to three litres,
o beverage packaging including their caps and lids,
o cups for beverages, including their covers and lids,

o lightweight plastic carrier bags,
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o wet wipes, balloons,

o tobacco products with filters and filters marketed for use in combination with tobacco
products,

o fishing gear containing plastic cover.

- Producers established in another member state or from outside of the Union, who introduce
plastic products in Romania have to appoint a legal or natural person established in Romania
as legal representative for the purpose of implementing the extended producer responsibility.

- The provisions concerning misdemeanours come into force in 30 days’ time after the
publication of the ordinance in The Official Gazette, except for those from art. 7 (marking
requirements), paragraph 1 and 2 that come into force at the date of publishing.
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
