


News regarding the inspections performed by the National
Environmental Guard

Order on amending the annex to Order no. 464/2009 for the approval of the
Technical Norms regarding the organization and development of audit
activities in the environmental protection field was published on Official
Gazette no 260.

Among the main changes, we mention:

e The environmental inspection could be: announced, unannounced and cross-control;

e Inspectors of the National Environmental Guard (NEG) may conduct environmental investigations
aimed to identify environmental issues and obligations associated with past and present activities
that have led or could have led to violations of environmental legislation.

e The environmental audit can be carried out for a period of at least 6 months.

e The object of the environmental audit could be:
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targets that fall under the legislation specific to industrial emissions;

targets that carry out specific activities of waste transfer;

targets that place wood on national market;

targets which fall under the legislation specific to the control of major-accident hazards
involving hazardous substances;

activities specific to the biodiversity, biosecurity and protected natural areas field;
targets pursuing activities covered by specific waste legislation and the by circular
economy package.

e NEG inspectors will request at least the following documents:
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the result of the waste audit;

the program for the prevention and reduction of the quantities of waste generated;
measures to reduce the hazardousness of waste;

a list of wastes;

waste management records;



waste transport register;

non-hazardous waste loading / unloading forms;

a form for approving shipments of hazardous waste;

a hazardous waste shipment / transportation form;

declaration of chemicals to ITM (Territorial Labour Inspectorate);
SMID (Integrated Waste Management System) monitoring reports;
plan for renting and post-rental monitoring of landfills;

waste import / export notifications, as applicable.
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Please note that GNM inspectors may perform checks on both environmental and non-environmental
targets.

Ordinul privind modificarea anexei la Ordinul nr. 464/2009 pentru aprobarea
Normelor tehnice privind organizarea si desfagurarea activitatilor de control
si inspectie in domeniul protectiei mediului a fost publicat in Monitorul Oficial
nr. 260.

Printre principalele modificari, mentionam:

¢ Inspectia de mediu consta in controlul anuntat, controlul inopinat si controlul incrucisat.

e Inspectorii Garzii Nationala de Mediu (GNM) pot efectua investigatii de mediu ce au drept scop
identificarea aspectelor si obligatiilor de mediu asociate activitatilor trecute si prezente, care au
condus sau ar fi putut conduce la incalcari ale legislatiei de mediu.

¢ Investigatia de mediu se poate desfasura pe o perioada de minim 6 luni.

e Inspectorii GNM vor verifica:

o obiective care intrd sub incidenta legislatiei specifice emisiilor industriale;

o obiective care desfasoara activitati specifice transferului de deseuri;

o obiective ce desfasoara activitati de introducere pe piata a lemnului;

o obiective care intra sub incidenta legislatiei specifice controlului asupra pericolelor de
accident major in care sunt implicate substante periculoase;

activitatile specifice domeniului biodiversitatii, biosecuritatii si ariilor naturale protejate;

o obiective ce desfasoara activitati care intra sub incidenta legislatiei specifice de deseuri si
a pachetului privind economia circulara.
e Inspectorii GNM vor solicita obiectivelor controlate cel putin urmétoarele documente:
o rezultatul auditului de deseuri;

programul de prevenire si reducere a cantitatilor de deseuri generate;

masurile de reducere a periculozitatii deseurilor;

lista deseurilor;

evidenta gestiunii deseurilor;

registrul transportului de deseuri;

formularele de incarcare / descarcare deseuri nepericuloase;

formular pentru aprobarea transporturilor deseurilor periculoase;

formular de expeditie/transport deseuri periculoase;

declararea substantelor chimice la ITM (Inspectoratul Teritorial de Munca);

rapoartele de monitorizare a SMID-urilor (Sistem de Management Integrat al Deseurilor);

planul de inchiriere si monitorizare post inchiriere a depozitelor de deseuri;

notificari import/export deseuri, dupa caz.
